Some Questions to Ponder:
1. From all the readings for this Shabbat, what verse or verses touched your heart and fired your imagination?
Targum to Psalm 74 - 7. They have burned the sanctuary to the ground with fire; they have defiled the tabernacle in which your name is uttered. How timely to be read during the three weeks!
2. What is the significance of “Hen Yeshosua” and “Hen HaMashiach” in Leviticus 4:2-3 in our Torah Seder? What does the author of the Torah wants us to understand?
The sin offering brought by the High Priest when he inadvertently sins, reveals the atonement of Mashiach, The High Priest.
Both the word Yehosua (salvation) and Mashiach (Messiah) give us the understanding of {being saved from that which has been defiled}. The power of G-d’s salvation exists within every word of the Torah, whether written or oral. The Torah is alive with hidden powers. It is the essence of G-d, Himself, Most Blessed Be He. We can see the promise of the rebuilding of the Temple and the restoration of that which was destroyed.
3. What are the main topics and divisions of two Torah Sedarim for this Shabbat?
Procedure when the High Priest unintentionally sins. 

Procedure when the Sanhedrin unintentionally sins.

4. What questions were asked of Rashi and of Abraham Ibn Ezra regarding Vayiqra 4:2?
of all the commandments of the Lord – Under what circumstances is a sin offering brought?
of one of them – Why did the Torah use ‘of’ in this verse, what was meant to be understood?

Ibn Ezra

if anyone sins – What sins are included in this command?
5. What questions were asked of Rashi and of Abraham Ibn Ezra regarding Vayiqra 4:3?
If the anointed – What is the midrashic explanation of this verse?
Bull – What is the age of the bull?

Ibn Ezra

to atone on his sin – Why does the High Priest bring a bull?
6. What questions were asked of Rashi and of Abraham Ibn Ezra regarding Vayiqra 4:22?
If the leader [of Israel] sins - Why does Scripture not use the word אִם like in the cases of verses 3 and 13 above?
Ibn Ezra

If a chief sins – Why are the verb and noun reversed?
7. What questions were asked of Rashi and of Abraham Ibn Ezra regarding Vayiqra 4:35?
just as the sheep’s fat is removed – Is just the fat offered?
Ibn Ezra

as the suet of the lamb peace-offering was removed – Why are the sin and peace offering compared?
8. How is Vayiqra 4:1 related to Vayiqra 4:35?
An unintentional sin and its end result (atonement) if we do what HaShem commands.
4:1 is a directive for Moshe to instruct, and 4:35 is the completion of the directive by saying he (the priest) will be forgiven.
Verse 1 opens with the voice or speech of the L-rd.  The final verse concludes His speech.  Everything in between is a means of atonement.
9. Where in the readings for this Shabbat is it insinuated that obedience to established authority was the cause for the fall/destruction of Jerusalem and the destruction of the Temples?
1 Tsefet (Peter) ‎2:18-20 – Since this pasuk is read during the three weeks, we know it mut be connected to the destruction of the Temple.

In Tsefet we continue with our 2nd of three weeks of Penitence, and as pointed out by our beloved Hakham, last week the 1st week of Penitence, we had no honour for men who we see nor to G-d who we do not see, and we did not love the brothers the way we should, why else would we need a reminder from Tsefet. This leads to this week (2nd) where we are reminded to be subject to those in authority over us whether they are kind or cruel. Without submission to authority we run the risk of societal breakdown and the chance of true justice occurring. And as we see, HaShem removed the Temple and allowed the sacking of Jerusalem once again as a sign of just how far we have sunken.

10. How is the Torah Seder related to our reading of Psalm 74:1-23 both by verbal tally and thematically?
Lift up / take off - רום,  Strong’s number 07311.

Vayikra (Leviticus) 4:8  And he shall take off <07311> (8686) from it all the fat of the bullock for the sin offering; the fat that covereth the inwards, and all the fat that is upon the inwards 

Tehillim (Psalms) 74:3 Lift up <07311> (8685) thy feet unto the perpetual desolations; even all that the enemy hath done wickedly in the sanctuary.
Thematically, we see that just as the unintentional sin of the High Priest shows the state of the Bne Israel and that they deserve punishment, so the Psalm comes to reveal the destruction of the Temple that they deserve. 

In Psalms, we see Israel’s state of being alienated from God because of sins and in the Torah Seder, we see how God gives them a way of forgiveness so they can come back into fellowship with him. The overall theme is repentance and restitution.
11. How is the Torah Seder related both by verbal tally and thematically to our Ashlamatah of  Ezekiel 18:4-9, 14-17‎‎?
Soul - נפש, Strong’s number 05315.

Sin - חטא, Strong’s number 02398.

Vayikra (Leviticus) 4:2 Speak unto the children of Israel, saying, If a soul <05315> shall sin <02398> (8799) through ignorance against any of the commandments of the LORD concerning things which ought not to be done, and shall do against any of them:

Ezekiel 18:4 Behold, all souls <05315> are mine; as the soul <05315> of the father, so also the soul <05315> of the son is mine: the soul <05315> that sinneth <02398> (8802), it shall die.

Thematically, they both speak to how a soul can become righteous despite his sins.
12. How is the Torah Seder related both by verbal tally and thematically to our Special Ashlamatah of ‎2:4-28 + 4:1-2‎?
HaShem - יהוה, Strong’s number 03068.

Speak/word - דבר, Strong’s number 01696 / 01697.

Vayikra (Leviticus) 4:1 And the LORD <03068> spake <01696> (8762) unto Moses, saying 

Yiremiyahu (Jeremiah) 2:4 Hear ye the word <01697> of the LORD <03068>, O house of Jacob, and all the families of the house of Israel:

Thematically, both readings speak to “fear of HaShem”.
13. How is the reading of 1 Tsefet 2:18-20 related to each of the readings for this Shabbat?
The Ashlamatah of Yechezel (Ezekiel) 18:4-9 demonstrates the qualities of a good master.  However, contrasted is the evil man, whom the son does not emulate in Yechezel (Ezekiel) 18:14-17.

In this Pericope Hakham establishes a theme of the Soul and its troubles.   The opening Sederim of Vayikra deal specifically with the Three Weeks of Mourning.   However, they also deal with the troubles of the soul.   Vayikra further tells us how we can overcome and atone for the troubles of the soul. Likewise, Hakham Tsefet deals with the idea of fallen leaders and their atonement.

However, Hakham Tsefet also suggests obedience to the appropriate chain of command and authority.  Not defiance because there may be problems.
14. In your opinion, and taking into consideration all of the above readings for this Sabbath, what is the prophetic message for this week?
Fear HaShem and be very carefull of unintentional sins. When we abandon these ideas the ‘Temple’ is destroyed.
